Students across America
submitted nearly 340,000 original works this year in 29 different categories of art and writing.

The Scholastic Awards look for work demonstrating originality, technical skill, and the
emergence of a personal voice or vision. Regional recognition includes Gold Key awards, Silver
Key awards, and Honorable Mentions. Gold Keys are automatically forwarded for consideration
at the national level of the Scholastic Art & Writing Awards. Five works of writing and five works
of art from the region are selected by local judges as American Voices & Visions hominees, who
are then celebrated in local exhibitions and ceremonies. Submissions are now open and must be
postmarked by Sunday, December 1, 2019.

“We are thrilled to support and showcase young talent in this way,” says Jocquelyn Downs,
BOPA'’s Director of the Arts Council. "At the core of BOPA’s mission is shining a light on the
next generation of writers and visual artists, especially in Baltimore City.”

BOPA anticipates more than 5000 submissions from talented teens across Maryland, and will
celebrate award recipients at a regional ceremony on Sunday, March 1, 2020, location to be
announced.
